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Fabrics Needed

1. Background Fabric- You have some options;

1. 12 blocks with all the same LIGHT background fabric and 12 blocks with all the same DARK background.  If you choose this option you will need 2 ½ yards of a light fabric and 2 1/8 yards of a dark fabric.  (I will be using this option)

2. 24 blocks with all DIFFERENT backgrounds-you will look at each block as we do them and purchase that amount of background fabric.

3. 24 blocks with all the SAME backgrounds- 4 5/8 yards.

     5.  Sashing Fabric- 1 ½ yards.

     6.  Border Fabric –When our quilt is together with just blocks and sashing it will measure                                            58” x 86” – border fabric can be determined from this measurement.

4. Add – a – quarter ruler, wooden pressing iron, and basic sewing supplies.
