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Introduction

This class is for the quilter who has always wanted to incorporate curves and circles, but wasn't sure how.  Learn the tips and techniques to make these features painless!  Penny will demonstrate multiple ways to master circles so you can use the one that suits you best!  Instruction will also include machine finished binding!
Fabrics Needed (for 4 placemats)
5/8 yd  - Fabric A (Striped)
5/8 yd  - Fabric B (Polka Dots) 

1¾ yd  -  Fabric C (Backing, Binding, Accent) - 

Fat Quarter - Fabric D (piping) 

Supplies
Freezer Paper (I will have some in class if you don't have any readily available)

Basic Quilting Supplies:

· Rotary Cutter, mat & rulers
· Pins 
· marking pens or chalk pencils
· Sewing machine, thread, bobbins

· Scissors 
Cording foot for your sewing machine (this is a foot that has a groove in the underside to let the cording slide through)

Low-loft batting - 4 pieces 19" x 16"
Mason cord for piping (again, I will have some in class if you don't want to buy a whole spool)

Pre-Class Preparation
Fabric A (Stripes):

  Cut (1) 16" WOF* strip, subcut into (2) 16" x 20" rectangles
  Cut (4) 3" squares

Fabric B (Polka Dots):

 
Cut (1) 16" WOF strip, subcut into (2) 16" x 20" rectangles
  Cut (4) 3" squares

Fabric C (Backing):

Cut (2) 16" WOF* strip, subcut into (4) 16" x 19" rectangles; 
 
Cut (1) 8" x 12" rectangle

 
Cut (8) 5" squares

 
*WOF = Width of Fabric
